Dear Friends,

As many of you are aware, 2009 started with the challenge for our family of getting our
youngest son, Fiachra, cured of Leukemia. He underwent a Bone Marrow Transplant in early
January and continues to convalesce successfully at home. We hope that he will be able to
return to school early next year.

We were lucky that his sister, Niamh, was a perfect match and through her help and the help
of those of you who donated platelets during those difficult post-op days, we have a great
outcome.

During our many many visits to NUH Children's Cancer Ward we have met those who have not
had the good fortune of having a family donor to save their lives. They live in the hope that a
matching donor will be found in either the Singapore register or one of the global databases of
donors.

For this reason we became involved with the Singapore Bone Marrow Donor Program (BMDP)
to help them increase the register of willing marrow donors from its current level of approx
50,000. The harsh reality is that everyday, 6 people in Singapore are diagnosed with leukemia
or other blood-related diseases, almost half of whom are children. If they do not have a
suitable family donor then the odds of finding a donor from global registers is 1/20,000.

The Singapore BMDP is the only body in Singapore which provides a service to recruit and
match suitable donors to patients-in -need. The costs of running this small local organization
are almost SGD1million p.a. at almost $1,000 to completely tissue type a matching donor.
BMDP urgently needs to raise funds to finance this testing as well as for donor recruitment
and public outreach activities.

A group of volunteers and parents from the BMDP including Anne and me have decided to
run in the Standard Chartered Marathon on Dec 6th to raise funds for this worthy cause and
we would like your generous support. Our target is to raise SGD 75,000 for this worthy cause
and to complete the 42k run without any damage to our aging limbs.............
